F. CITIZEN REMARKS & PRESENTATIONS 

 

1. 9:00 a.m. – Election Commission 

 

a. Moving Precinct Voting from Longview Point to Two Locations – Signature 

Required on Contracts 

 

Election Commission Chairman Sissie Ferguson stated Fifth District Commissioner David Ross 

has worked very hard trying to find two places that would be good voting places to split the 

Longview Point precinct as they do not wish to renew their contract with the Election 

Commission.  She stated he has gotten a contract with Colonial Hills Church.  Mr. Ross stated he 

met with the School Board and asked about using the Performing Arts Center at Hernando High 

School; and the School Board suggested Hernando Hills Elementary as their library has a good 

access for the public.  He stated the School Board was concerned with the traffic at the high 

school.  Mr. Nowak stated when changing precinct locations they need a legal description and 

map.  Mrs. Ferguson stated they have that and they will get a signed contract with Hernando 

Hills as soon as possible.  She said they normally do not use elementary schools, but the School 

Board made this recommendation.  She said the public can get in and out easily and only the 

staff drives and parks there. 

 

Supervisor Gardner stated people have no idea how big a job it is to split or move a precinct. 
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Supervisor Denison asked how many voters are in that precinct.  Mrs. Ferguson stated there are 

5,843. 

 

Supervisor Lee commended Mr. Ross and stated he jumped right into his position and is doing a 

great job. 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked when the next election will be.  Mrs. Ferguson stated the primary for 

the US House of Representatives is June 07, 2022.  

 

Supervisor Caldwell stated the County needs to get the word out as soon as possible as to why 

the precinct location is changing and the location of the two new precincts.  Mrs. Ferguson 

agreed. 

 

Supervisor Michael Lee made the motion and supervisor Lee Caldwell seconded the motion to 

approve the voting precinct changes, voting locations at Colonial Hills Church and Hernando 

Hills Elementary and authorize the Board President to sign the two voting place contracts with 

the property owners.

b. Request for New Equipment 

 

Mrs. Ferguson stated Third District Election Commissioner Chad Engelke put together a 

proposal to purchase new electronic poll books.  She stated the 150 they have now are easily 

broken and they typically have to repair half of them after an election.  She stated they have a 

new machine set up for the Board to look at. 

 

Mrs. Ferguson stated the Election Commission would like to purchase 160 of the new machines 

and the total cost is $210,295; and they are asking for the County to put in $60,750.   

 

Supervisor Denison asked how many electronic poll books the Election Commission currently 

has.  Mrs. Ferguson stated they have 150; but with a precinct splitting, they will need more.  She 

noted that next year with the County, State, and Presidential elections; they will use all 160.  

Supervisor Denison asked how old the current machines in use are.  Mrs. Ferguson stated they 

are about 6 years old.  Supervisor Caldwell asked what they would do with the current machines.  

Mrs. Ferguson stated the company is offering a $7,500 trade in.   

 

Supervisor Caldwell asked if the Election Commission was asking for $60,750 to come from 

ending cash; and stated she does not understand replacing items that are working.  Mrs. Ferguson 

stated they can take the money they currently have and purchase as many new machines as they 

can.  Mr. Engelke stated they could purchase 110 at this time.  He stated the $23,707 for 

licensing would be less with fewer machines.  He stated the new machines have less moving 

parts; so there is less to break.  He stated the connections are inside a housing.  Mr. Engelke 

stated some of the connections on the old machines are getting bad and they don’t charge well.  

He also noted the old machines are Toshiba tablets that are not available anymore. 

 

Supervisor Gardner asked about security.  Mr. Engelke stated the old machines are Windows 8 

and Microsoft does not update them.  He said the new machines use Microsoft Surface Go with 

Windows 10 which will receive critical security updates from Microsoft for years.  Mrs. 

Ferguson noted that the electronic poll books do not contain election data.  Supervisor Gardner 

asked Mrs. Ferguson to explain their back up data.  Mrs. Ferguson stated when the polls close 

and transmit the numbers to the Courthouse through a designated phone line; a tape is printed 

from the machine.  She stated the tapes are compared to the transmitted numbers at the 

Courthouse.

Supervisor Caldwell said the electronic poll books do not give hackers an opportunity to access 

the data.  She stated the County could go back to paper poll books and have an election.  She 

noted the new poll books will still require software, maintenance, etc.  Mrs. Ferguson said the 

electronic poll book is a list of registered voters.  Supervisor Caldwell said she would like to see 

this as part of next year’s budget. 

 

Mrs. Ferguson asked if the Board was agreeable to the Election Commission purchasing as many 

electronic poll books as they have available funds.  She stated that would be sufficient for this 

year’s elections as they are much faster and much more efficient. 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked how long the $100,000 for maintenance was for.  Mrs. Ferguson stated 

that is a guess.  She said they usually spend $60,000 to $70,000 so they added more for more 

machines.  Supervisor Medlin asked if the County did spend the money; would the Election 

Commission repay it out of HAVA money.  Mrs. Ferguson stated they never know what they are 

getting from HAVA funds.  She said last year it was over $80,000. 

 

Mrs. Ferguson stated the State is putting money out for counties that do not use paper ballots.  

Mr. Engelke stated there is a push in the State for everyone to use paper ballots.  Mrs. Ferguson 

said they asked for money to help as they already use paper ballots.  She said the State agreed; 

but they have no idea how much they will receive. 

Supervisor Denison asked if the push for paper ballots was for auditing purposes.  Mrs. Ferguson 

affirmed and said if someone challenges an election the paper ballots are run back through the 

machines to verify the results. 

 

Supervisor Gardner asked what the County was spending on maintenance on the old machines.  

Mrs. Ferguson said they don’t have a cost, ES&S sends someone out.  Supervisor Gardner asked 

how many problems they had on an average election day.  Mrs. Ferguson said they have a lot.  

Mr. Engelke stated he had problems at 4 precincts. 

 

Supervisor Caldwell asked if the Election Commission could get enough machines for this year 

and get more next year.  Mrs. Ferguson affirmed.  Supervisor Caldwell restated that the Election 

Commission might get more money.  Mrs. Ferguson affirmed.   

 

Supervisor Gardner asked if there would be a two party primary in June.  Mrs. Ferguson said she 

assumes they will; but the deadline to qualify is not up yet.   

 

Mrs. Lynchard asked if paying back would be an authorized use of HAVA money.  Mrs. 

Ferguson stated it is because it is a purchase of equipment.  Mrs. Lynchard asked if the existing 

software would work with the new machine.  Mrs. Ferguson affirmed.  Mrs. Lynchard stated the 

Board will have to make findings for a sole source purchase. 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked if the poll workers were being rough with the current machines; what 

would stop them from tearing up the new machines.  Mrs. Ferguson stated all the wiring is cased 

inside the middle stand.  Supervisor Denison asked if the bases detach.  Mrs. Ferguson stated 

they are all in one piece and they have a case to store them in.  Mr. Engelke pointed out that the 

new cases will also hold the printer with the poll book. 

 

Supervisor Medlin asked how long it would take to get the new machines.  Mrs. Ferguson said 

they are told four to five weeks.  She introduced the rest of the Election Commissioners as 

District 1 Commissioner Laura Edler and District 2 Commissioner Barbara Chatham,  

 

Supervisor Lee Caldwell made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to 

authorize the Election Commission to purchase the number electronic poll books that they can 

with the money they have on hand and budget the rest of the machines for next year, approve the 

sole source purchase finding it is the only product compatible with the County’s current 

equipment, it is what the poll workers are trained on, and it is the only company that will give a 

trade in on the current equipment.

1. 9:30 a.m. – Flood Study 

a. Update on Study 

b. Approval of Requested Payment & Approve Budget Amendment 

c. Approval of Additional Study Funds 

Ms. Elizabeth Burks introduced Mr. Andy Simmerman, Project Manager; and Ms. Andrea 

Carpenter, Environmental Specialist. 

Ms. Burks reminded the Board that they selected a tentative plan in April 2019.  She stated the 

Corps has looked at Horn Lake Creek, brought on Andrea and she said stabilization would help 

with other flooding.   He stated the Corps required an upgraded analysis with more detail on 

what is going on in Horn Lake Creek.  She said they did not realize the amount of flooding south 

of Goodman and Across Hwy 51 south of Goodman; and that the water is getting outside the 

channel early on.  She stated the banks are very low south of Goodman; so no matter how big the 

channel enlargement is north of Goodman, the water is not getting there and Bullfrog Corner is 

staying wet.   

Supervisor Caldwell said the Corps did improvements at Goodman and Hwy 51 and built it up 

several years ago.  Ms. Burks said she would go back and look at that.  Mr. Simmerman asked if 

that improved the project.  Supervisor Caldwell said it improved in that area, but made more 

problems in other areas.  She said one citizen who lives there said the creek behind their house 

gets out of the banks more than it used to.  Ms. Burks stated they are proposing to keep the creek 

in the banks before it gets to Goodman by putting a flood wall behind the grocery and a levee 

along Hwy 51.  She stated when they ran that scenario instead of the channel enlargement; the 

cost went to $9.5 million and it was a cost ratio over 1.  Supervisor Caldwell asked if when they 

hold that water back it will cause something else to flood. Ms. Burks stated that is not an option. 

Supervisor Denison said he would think the levee would render that parcel of land useless.  He 

asked about the subdivision adjacent to the land.  Ms. Burks stated the subdivision is at a higher 

elevation.  She said the levee will tie in to higher ground.  Supervisor Denison asked if the 

property would then be designated wetland.  Ms. Carpenter stated it is not currently wetland; but 

it could be after the project.  She said that creating some ecosystem restoration after creating the 

levee could be a possibility.  Ms. Burks stated the Corps would turn to the County to purchase 

the land as the County is the project sponsor.  Supervisor Denison asked what the maintenance 

consisted of.  Ms. Burks said that would be inspecting the levee, mowing, making sure animals 

have not burrowed and trees are not growing.   

Supervisor Caldwell stated that area already floods, and asked if the levee would flood 

neighboring property more.  Ms. Burks stated the bridge company has a berm and they are high 

and dry.  She stated the proposed flood wall and levee keep the water off Hwy 51 and pushes it 

to Horn Lake Creek where there seems to be plenty of capacity.  Mrs. Lynchard stated $1,700 is 

an estimated cost of what it would take to keep the levee in the condition the Corps is suggesting. 

Supervisor Caldwell said they have not had a discussion with Horn Lake; and they are looking at 

some kind of park in that area.  Ms. Burks stated the Corps tries to look for those opportunities. 

Ms. Burks stated a 100-year event would put more water to the east around the Tractor Supply 

area; but the study would put in some kind of non-structural system and elevate the a/c units.  

She stated 6 inches qualifies those businesses for a non-structural system.  She stated they also 

talked with Tracy Huffman about putting a bigger bridge system which is another option from 

the non-structural standpoint.  She stated the channel enlargement no longer has federal interest.  

Ms. Burks said although there would still be a massive amount of flooding, the levee solves the 

problem to the west and gives opportunities to improve to the east. 
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Supervisor Denison asked what constitutes a 100-year event.  Ms. Burks stated an amount of 

rainfall in a certain event that could be over a period of days.  Mr. Simmerman stated there is a 

1% chance it could happen any year. 

Supervisor Medlin said at one time they looked at some detention areas and asked the size of 

those.  Ms. Burks stated there were Rocky Creek at 30 acre feet, Cow Pen at 20 acre feet and 

Lateral D at 60 acre feet.  Supervisor Caldwell stated this is a county issue because the County is 

the sponsor.  She stated they will be going to the cities to ask them to partner.  She stated there 

will be a match and they will ask the cities to help.  Supervisor Caldwell said this is a county-

wide flood study and it has expanded over time.   

Supervisor Gardner said he remembers Colonel Ellicott saying if the Corps just studied and did 

not help fix the issue; it was a waste of time.  He said this will go to the Corps of Engineers 

headquarters in Washington, D.C. and the legislature. 

Supervisor Medlin asked what the information was that Corey Winders had sent a couple of 

weeks ago.  Mrs. Lynchard said they got a notice on their cut line for being funded on the 

Coldwater River clean out.  She said he wants the Board to talk to Washington to keep them 

above the cut line.  She stated both projects are needed.  Supervisor Caldwell said the Memphis 

office and Vicksburg office of the Corps are working together. 

Ms. Burks gave the next steps & milestones with the new alternative as they will need to go back 

out to the public: 

¶ Levee safety review 

¶ “What if” scenarios 

¶ Public review 

¶ Non-structural implementation plan (If businesses choose to accept plan, it will be a 

cost share with the owner and COE) 

¶ Approvals & reviews 

¶ Ecosystem restoration with remainder of county 

¶ March 2022 – tentatively selected plan 

¶ June 2022 – Agency decision milestone 

¶ November 2022 – Signed Chief’ report 

Ms. Burks stated in addition to the $175,000 that is part of the $1.5 million commitment from 

2018; they are asking for an additional $250,000 that will be matched with federal funds.   

The Board discussed how the scope of the project has changed and that the original cost for the 

project would be $61 million with the detention areas/channel enlargement; and that the cost 

with the flood wall and levee is not $1.9 million. Ms. Burks stated in 2019 they were looking at 

an area of Horn Lake Creek; but when they looked at the area collectively, they saw it really was 

ecosystem restoration problems.  She said in working with the Vicksburg District; they are 

looking at tributaries that go into the Coldwater River and some of this funding is for eco 

restoration to those tributaries.  She stated there are 10 plus Horn Lake Creek. The Board also 

asked for assurance that this solution would not induce damage to other properties.  Ms. Burks 

stated they have to assure there will be no damages to other properties as a federal commitment.  

She stated they are not allowed to induce damage to other properties when addressing flooding. 

Ms. Burks stated they will put information into a final report, go out for public review, and that 

is when they will have the final cost.  Supervisor Denison asked if the Board could wait until the 

Corps had a final number to commit the $250,000.  Ms. Burks stated they need that money to 

complete the project.  Supervisor Denison and Supervisor Caldwell asked if this was something 

that could wait until the next board meeting.  Ms. Burkes stated their concern is when Congress 

will pass the work plan.  She stated they have to have the Board’s commitment, go back to 

General Spellman and get federal commitment; and that takes time.   

Supervisor Medlin asked how the cost went from $61 million to $1.9 million.  Ms. Burks stated 

they did an analysis that gave more validity of water on the ground that showed them homes they 

thought were flooded were not; and that reduced damages.  She stated the benefit cost ratio was 

less than one and now is more than one.  Supervisor Medlin asked how many basins this 

included.  Ms. Burks stated there would be no detention basins with this approach.  Mr. 

Simmerman stated the new approach is a lot less materials, less work, less upkeep, and less 

residual cost for the County.   
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Supervisor Caldwell said the contract would have to be amended.  She also noted if the Corps 

does not get federal funding; it won’t happen. 

Supervisor Gardner asked why the $175,000 requires a budget amendment when it is the last 

invoice against $1.5 million that was approved previously.  Mr. Jarman stated during budget time 

they went through every project and the money was in there.  He stated it looks like they made a 

mistake and transferred that money into ending cash when trying to true up projects. 

Supervisor Lee Caldwell made the motion and Supervisor Michael Lee seconded the motion to 

take $175,000 from Holly Springs Road, authorize a budget amendment, and authorize the clerk 

to cut the check.

Mr. Jarman stated MDOT 

said they were looking at it.  Supervisor Caldwell agreed and said MDOT is reviewing the 

engineering there.

11. Committee Reports 

 

a. Report on Delta View Overlook Project & Johnson Creek 

 

Director of Parks & Greenways Ray Laughter stated the Delta Overlook is a place where citizens 

can pull up and see the Town of Walls all the way to the MS River.  He stated some years back 

there was discussion about doing some kind of park area there.  Mr. Laughter noted this would 

be a part of the Johnson Creek Trail to the DeSoto River Park on-street trail. 

 

Supervisor Caldwell asked if the County owned the land.  Mr. Laughter stated they do not.  

Supervisor Denison stated he has talked to the landowners who are long-time residents of the 

county.  He stated they have the area cabled off at this time because of people throwing out trash.  

Supervisor Denison said he assured the landowners the County would police the area to try and 

keep it clean.  He said the landowner said this sounded like a good plan and he will follow up 

with him.  Supervisor Denison said he also talked to Mayor Henderson as this property is within 

the city limits of the Town of Walls.  He also stated that this obviously will not happen if the 

landowner is not willing to relinquish the land.  Supervisor Denison said he would like to look at 

using ARPA funds for this project.  He said he asked Mr. Collins Simpson and Mr. Laughter to 

consider a path that gets people off the road at Johnson Creek up to Baldwin Road and to Delta 

View by possibly creating a path on the south side of Delta View that would eventually connect 

to the shelter at the Town of Walls.  Supervisor Denison said he spoke with the mayor about 

funding the path and he has talked to the Wildflower Solar people about putting in a couple of 

benches and the path and they are very agreeable to that.  He said he would love to see the Delta 

View Lookout and the path happen.  Supervisor Denison proposed to put up signage while the 

area is cabled and possibly camera surveillance going forward.  He said keeping the area clean 

will be a fight; but he is willing to fight it.   

 

Supervisor Caldwell stated if they are able to make Delta View Lookout a County spot; she 

thinks it will change how people view it and take care of it.  She noted how much the River Park 

has changed since all the improvements.  Supervisor Denison agreed and said he thinks the more 

the area if refined; the more people will respect it.  He said he will have another discussion with 

the landowner and see what it will take to get the land. 

 

b. Facilities Committee Report 

 

1) Justice Court 

 

i. Overall Update 

 

Mr. Nick Kozlowski from UrbanArch stated he did a recent walk-through and the contractor is 

getting the lights installed, ceiling, flooring, the glass is in, and the curtain wall system is 

installed.  He stated the exterior paving continues, retaining walls and flower beds are done, back 

sidewalk is poured, and gutters and downspouts will tie into the integrated gutter in the 

sidewalks.  Mr. Kozlowski stated they are planning out the three-stage canopy from the jail to the 

Justice Court center.  Mr. Barry Hinton, Project Superintendent for Murphy & Sons, said they 

are working on the interior glass frames, have five rooftop a/c units on and hope to get a few 

more turned on by the end of the week.  He stated the back half of the building in getting paint 

now; and they hope in two weeks to have the millwork delivered.  Mr. Kozlowski stated the 

substantial completion target is April 1st with May 1st as the final completion date.   

 

Mr. Kozlowski presented Change Order #22.  He stated when IT came by and toured they 

noticed there was no outlet for IT equipment in the closet.  He stated the plans just noted it as a 

closet so there was no outlet installed.  He stated the outlet ties into the emergency generator to 

serve the IT equipment.  The amount on Change Order #22 is $1,664.00. 

 

Mr. Kozlowski presented Change Order #23.  He stated the funding of the road plates was

originally allocated to come out of the contingency fund, even though it was not a construction 

cost; and that caused the contingency fund to be short of what was needed.  Mr. Kozlowski 

stated that Change Orders 18-21 showed credit for overhead and profit.  Mrs. Lynchard stated 

when the county turns in the information to the state Tax Commission the cost of the plates will 

not be in the contract so Murphy & Sons will not be paying taxes on that.  She stated the plates 

were not part of the original contract; but Murphy & Sons tried to help out the County by getting 

the plates.  She stated it was a big help; and Change Order 23 is legitimate for the credit in the 

amount of $753.49.

ii. Justice Court Parking Lot PCO 

 

Mrs. Lynchard noted that Change Order #24 has a zero balance.  Mr. Hinton stated they are 

moving the north end of the parking lot by 10 feet.  Mr. Kozlowski stated the bill modification 

reduces the number of parking spaces, and this area was added as an alternate as they determined 

early on that more parking was needed.  He informed the Board that when they were working 

they found that the access road increases in elevation as it progresses east, which increased the 

slope on the parking lot.  He stated the solution worked out in the field would eliminate retaining 

walls, dirt work and change some spaces to parallel parking on the north side.   He stated that 

would make a total of 225 parking spaces to service the jail and Justice Court.   

 

Supervisor Lee asked if there was parking in the back for employees.  Mr. Kozlowski affirmed 

and said they will also park on the southeast side.  He stated there are currently 60 spaces and 

they are expanding on those to the east, south, and around back.  Mrs. Lynchard stated the 

Facilities Committee considered going east and building a retaining wall at about $151,000.  Mr. 

Kozlowski stated there were two options: a retaining wall along the northeast corner or adjust 

grading and move a lot of dirt; both of which had significant costs.  He stated they wanted to 

make it a no-cost change and did that by using parallel parking.   

 

Supervisor Medlin asked why there was so much glass on the north side.  Mr. Kozlowski stated 

they were trying to get as much natural light as possible and on the north side it won’t increase 

the heat.   

 

Mrs. Lynchard stated there is a lot of parking but they have to accommodate a docket of 500 

cases.  Supervisor Gardner said all 500 won’t show up at the same time; and, if there is a need, 

there are other places to build parking.

She stated there are two 

components.  One part John Herring will manage for the jail, video visitation, holding cells, and 

inmate transfer; and the second part will feed Justice Court for their operations and the County’s 

IT department will handle that part. 

 

Mr. Kozlowski stated the change order is for $26,105 to run the Cat 6 cable before the ceiling 

tiles go in.  He stated the base bid covered conduit and boxes for offices, included access control, 

conduits and boxes at doorway but intended to procure cabling on a separate contract.  He stated 

they don’t want to move tiles after they are in place so Murphy & Sons proposes to have 

Whitfield Electric run the cabling.  Mr. Mitchell stated the $26,105 is for labor as IT is procuring 

the cabling as they can get it cheaper.  Mr. Kozlowski also pointed out that with a credit of 

$13,014.59; the total change order from contingency is $14,399.45.

Mrs. Lynchard noted that Mr. Sheley is retired, so he is 

only 50%.  She noted the County also pay for two victim assistance coordinators and partly for a 

legal assistant.

22. Industrial Development – DNJ Engine Components, Inc. 

 

Mrs. Lynchard stated DNJ Engine Components did not file their Free Port Warehouse report.  

She stated they are trying to find a solution. 

 

Mr. Jim Flanagan stated this is a small company with about 25 employees.  He stated they failed 

to report their inventory and it was an honest mistake on their part.  He said the Board does not 

have much recourse or opportunity to mitigate something like this.  Mr. Flanagan stated with a 

tax bill of around $100,000, this company is struggling.  He said they are a distributor and a good 

company.  Mrs. Lynchard stated the mistake took their tax bill up a lot.  Mr. Mark Aquadro 

stated it went up about $108,000.  Mr. Flanagan stated DNJ knows the rules; and they admit they 

failed to report properly. 

 

Mr. Aquadro stated, as DNJ’s representative, he is asking for a Board Order to allow the 

company to apply for an installment payment plan per the applicable statute.  He also requested 

the Board allow him and Mr. Nowak to work together to find a legal way to mitigate the taxes.  

Mrs. Lynchard stated the company’s accountant was sent home with COVID and missed some 

paperwork.  Mr. Aquadro stated they reported all their inventory and were taxed accordingly.  He 

said they did not file the Free Port Exemption.  Mr. Flanagan clarified that the request was to set 

up a payment plan and have time to work with the company.  Mr. Aquadro affirmed.   

 

Mr. Nowak stated the MS Statute sets out a schedule for a payment plan; but he will have to 

work with Mr. Aquadro to determine if the tax amount can be reduced.   

 

Supervisor Denison asked if these were legitimate taxes.  Mr. Aquadro stated they would be if 

DNJ did not have a Free Port Exemption.  He stated they are required to file an annual Free Port 
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report.  Supervisor Denison asked how long the Free Port Exemption has been in place.  Mr. 

Aquadro stated it has been in place since 2016.  He noted that he was recently retained by DNJ to 

sort this out, and he is still working on it. 

 

Supervisor Denison asked if this is the first time this has happened to this company.  Mr. 

Flanagan affirmed. 

 

Mr. Nowak stated the Board can choose to approve partial payments or not as set forth in the 

statute.  He said the Board cannot forgive the lack of filing. 

 

Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Lee Caldwell seconded the motion to 

approve partial payments for DNJ Engine Components as laid out in MS Statute and allow the 

Board Attorney to work with Mr. Mark Aquadro to see if there is any legal way to reduce the 

assessment.

Mr. Nowak stated the Board cannot refund 

legally because they changed the title; even though they did not mean to.  He stated the family 

will have to reapply for their homestead and they will have a problem because their legal 

descriptions are not right.
